Open Studio Policy

1. Please take responsibility of the space. The student is responsible for taking down and putting away the apparatuses and cleaning the mats before returning them to their proper place.   
2. Ask permission before offering feedback to others training in the studio. If a person says they do not want feedback, respect their wishes.
3. Ask for help if you need it! The supervising instructor is available to help with equipment and safety questions.  However they are not there to teach new moves.
4. Respect the authority of the supervising instructor. The supervising instructor has the final say in all matters regarding safety.
5. Absolutely no teaching of students by students. 
6. Don’t use equipment you have not been trained on. Open studio time is for practicing skills you have learned in class, not for experimenting with new tricks or apparatuses.
